
WOW!  Thatôs the only way to 
describe the Dakota Dunes 150, the 
first race of five in the Dakota Dunes 
Casino Western Canadian Super 
Late Model Championship Series.  It 
was a hard fought battle from the 
green flag to the checkered flag. 
Chris Skelton, who made the trip 

from Calgary, started the Dakota 
Dunes 150 from the inside of row four  
and kept his nose (cone) clean to 
pilot his way around with 21 other 
cars to pick up the win and the 
$1750.00 prize that goes with the 
largest trophy. 
Trevor Emond brought his brand new car down 

from Leduc Alberta.  As the second top qualifier 
he made the choice to go for a $500.00 bonus by 
starting at the back.  He came oh-so-close, but 
just didnôt have enough as he made a charge for 
Skelton after moving Trent Seidel out of the way 
with five laps remaining. 
Trent Seidel was the top Saskatoon finisher, 

hanging on for third after making an amazing 
save through the front stretch grass after a little 
help from Emond.  Saskatoon drivers filled out the 
next ten positions, with Glen Hertzke in fourth and 
P.J. Kondra in fifth. 

The caution marred race took one hour and 
forty-five minutes to run, with 13 cautions and one 
red flag, when Greg Moir flipped the No. 7 onto its 
roof.  Amazingly, after checking the car over in 
the pits he made his way back onto the track, 
though the car clearly needed more work.   
23 cars made the trip to Auto Clearing Motor 

Speedway for the Dakato Dunes 150.  Only Chris 
Dennis didnôt make the race as his car developed 
mechanical problems during afternoon practice.   
Cars had to earn their way into the feature, first 

through qualifying time trials, then through heat 
races.  The time trials determined what heat they 
would run in.  The heat races determined the 
starting position for the feature. 
Once the feature grid was set, the top two 

qualifiers, Greg Vangool and Trevor Emond were 
given the choice to try for a $500 bonus by 
starting at the back.  Then, two dice were rolled to 
determine an inversion between the top seven to 
twelve positions.  The roll came up twelve, 
handing the poll to Hagueôs Doug Bienia.

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When veteran driver Chris Skelton made the trip 
from Calgary to Saskatoon on Saturday morning, his 
time behind the wheel wasnôt over.   He did take some 
time to rest though as he put on only 62 laps in 
practice on Saturday afternoon, while some others 
such as Greg Vangool and Dave Bone put on over 
100 practice laps. 
Next came qualifying, which consisted of two timed 

laps.  Skelton timed in fourth quickest at 14.710 
seconds.  Saskatoonôs Greg Vangool qualified fastest 
at 14.529 seconds, Trevor Emond was second at 
14.531 seconds and Jim Gaunt, also from Saskatoon 
was third at 15.566 seconds. 
Fourth in qualifying put Skelton in Heat B, or the 

ñevenò heat, starting on the back row, inside of Trevor Emond.  15 laps later, Chris managed to move up 
on a few positions to fourth, behind Christoph Ludlage, Jeff Reimer and Trevor Emond.  The finish put 
Skelton outside on the fourth row for the Dakota Dunes 150. 
Taking the $500 bonus challenge, both Greg Vangool and Trevor Emond moved to the back of the line.  

This moved Skelton to the outside of row three.  With the roll of the dice for inversion, he lost one more 
spot, moving back to row four, but now on the inside. 
With only 150 laps to go before he could call it a day, it took Chris 12 laps to move from his seventh 

place start to first, where he led the field for the rest of the race.

While Christoph 
is from Elk Point Alberta, he races 
out of Saskatoon.  Saskatoonôs 
Jeff Reimer was second and 
Trevor Emond was third. 
In the third heat, those who 
qualified below 16th, Saskatoonôs 
PJ Kondra picked up that win.  He 
was followed by Darryl Vallaie of 

Edmonton and Chris Campbell 
from Leduc. 
It was really good to see Reimer 
and Kondra do well as they have 
both decided to take a year off 
regular racing.  This is the first 
time either car has seen track time 
in 2010. 
Travelling furthest was Craig 
Melnyk, who pulled all the way 
from Surrey BC for the race.

Things got wild in the SKL Trailers pro truck 35 

lap feature.  Rick Kucher took the first black flag 
coming out of corner four in the first lap.  He and 
Rylan Utigard got together.  Utigard went sideways 
in front of Kucher and instead of backing off, Kucher 

pushed his way through, taking Utigard sideways 
down most of the front stretch.  Many in the stands 
thought Rylan was going over as his wheels lifted 
off the ground several times. 
In lap 32, Wade Wohlford and Scott Williams 

had a disagreement.  Williams showed his 
displeasure right under the nose of the flagmen.  
His bumping of Wohlford continued around corners 
two and three.  The flagman had enough when 
Wohlford retaliated on the back stretch and he sent 
them both to the pits for night. 
In the end, Alex Leschenko came out on top, 

ahead of Scott Lucas in second and Ken Ross once 
again running third.
